
Punishment Provisions on Students Regulations Violation of Zhejiang University of Science and Technology (ZUST)

Chapter One   General Principle

I  In order to maintain good education order and an optimal living and learning environment , to promote the healthy growth of students , the regulations are formulated herein by Zhejiang University of Science and Technology(ZUST) in accordance with the Education Law of the People’s Republic of China, Higher Education Law of the People’s Republic of China, Regulations for University Student Management, Code of Conduct for University Students, Relevant Regulations on University Campus Order Management, Program for Improving Civic Morality and other relevant provisions , as well as the practicalities of ZUST.

II  The Regulation is applicable to students who are registered full-time and accept academic education at ZUST. 

III  During studying at ZUST, disciplinary offenses, both in and out of campus, shall be imposed with reference to this document.  

Chapter Two   Principles, Types and Applicability of Disciplinary Actions

IV  The principles that the University should follow when giving punishments: due process, sufficient evidence, clear basics, accurate qualitative and appropriate punishment.

V  Students who violate University rules and regulations shall be subject to following punishments based on severity of their offenses, attitude of admitting a fault, behavior of repenting and so on:

(I) Warming ;  (II)Serious Warning ;  ( III)Demerit; （IV）Probation;  (V) Expulsion

If students who have other disciplinary offenses but the offenses are not that serious to receive the above punishments, the subordinate school should re-educate the students and correct the mistakes. Serious cases should be reported to the University. 

VI   Students who receive punishment will be subject to following provisions:

(I) Cancel the eligibility to take part in application for outstanding students and outstanding student cadres in Zhejiang Province, University and subordinated schools for one year; Cancel the eligibility to apply for various scholarships for one year; removed from position as cadre in University, school or class and can not serve as cadre in the coming next one year:
(II)The degree awarding will be processed according to Temporary Provisions for Degree Awarding of ZUST.

(III) Others conditions should be processed in accordance with the relevant provisions. 

VII  If the following situations happen to students who violates University rules and regulations , more lenient actions shall be taken by the University or punishment will be exempted:
(I)Surrender himself to the public security organs and the surrendering behavior is recognized by the public security organ; admit mistakes proactively, account the errors truthfully and take inspection and cognition profoundly；

(II) Offenses are committed as a result of others’ threat, and then voluntarily report and provide truthful facts about others’ offenses; actively provide assistance of investigating problems and has good attitude of admitting mistake;
(III)  Render meritorious service;

(IV)  Other conditions in which students can be given a lighter punishment.

VIII  If the following situations happen to students who violates University rules and regulations, heavier punishments will be given:
(I) Refuse to acknowledging mistakes or harbor others’ disciplinary offenses;
(II) Intentionally cause investigation to be more complicated and difficult; create obstacles or disrupt the investigation in the process of evidence collection; withdraw a confession, prevent collusion or retaliate or threaten other people who are involved in the case;
(III) Two or more (including two) disciplinary offenses happen, or breach two or more (including two) provisions of this Regulation at one time;
(IV) Commit the crime with persons outside of University;
(V) Violate disciplines in foreign affairs activities;
(VI) Confirmed to be the organizer or leader of discipline groups;
(VII) Heavier punishment will be given to students who have been disciplined but break the rules again; students who receive punishments for several times will be given Probation or Expulsion Punishment; 
(VIII) Other conditions that should be given a heavier punishment.
IX  Students who are identified as limited liability persons by the public security and judicial authorities shall be handled according to the actual situations. 

Chapter III   Procedures of Punishments, Administrative Rights and Appeals

X  The rights, procedures and management of the punishment to the students who have breach of disciplines:
(I) If Warning, Seriously Warning or Demerit has to be given to students, subordinated school in which the students study shall discuss and submit proposal of handling the case. After being audited and permitted by Student Affairs Office and other relevant departments, on behalf of the University, Student Affairs Office drafts the notice and announces it. 
(II) Students’ incidents of indiscipline related to more than one subordinated schools happen, the materials should be provided by the relevant subordinated school and departments. After Student Affairs Office (For violation of teaching management regulations and the examination rules by Teaching Affairs Department; for violation of the provisions of the National and Campus Order Management of Public Security by the Security Department; For violation of dormitory discipline by Dormitory Management Center) ascertains the facts, review, comment on the handling measures, on behalf of the University, Student Affairs Office drafts the notice and announces it. 
(III) If students are given Probation, the indiscipline materials should be provided by the relevant subordinated schools and departments. After Student Affairs Office (For violation of teaching management regulations and the examination rules by Teaching Affairs Department; for violation of the provisions of the National and Campus Order Management of Public Security by the Security Department) ascertains the facts, review, comment on the handling measures, on behalf of the University,  Student Affairs Office drafts the notice and after the University leader who is in charge of student affairs signs and issues final decisions , the University announces the notice. 

(IV) If students are given Expulsion, the indiscipline materials should be provided by the relevant subordinated schools and departments. After Student Affairs Office (For violation of teaching management regulations and the examination rules by Teaching Affairs Department; for violation of the provisions of the National and Campus Order Management of Public Security by the Security Department) ascertains the facts, review, comment on the handling measures, on behalf of the University, Student Affairs Office draft the notice and submit it to the University President Meeting for discussion. After the President signs and issues final decisions, the University announce the result and submit it to Education Department of Zhejiang Province for record. 
(V) Before making the decision of punishment to students, the subordinated schools shall listen to the statements and argument of students or their agents. Before the University giving punishment of Probation and Expulsion, the students can apply to University for a hearing. The University shall evaluate the application and allow the students to plead. For specific measures please check Implementation Measures of Important Punishment (treatment) Hearing of ZUST. 
(VI) If the facts of violations are clear, relevant subordinated schools shall give proposal for punishment within 10 working days after receiving materials or notice. If the proposal is overdue, Students Affairs Office will give the proposal, related subordinated schools and its responsible staff will be criticized in a circular.

(VII) The Probation is generally limited to one year. Students who are given Probation should be reviewed by subordinated schools. During this period, students who have repentance and make progresses can be scheduled for Probation-removing. If students have excellent performance and make prominent contribution to the school, Probation can be terminated earlier after self-application, subordinated school reviewing and University approving (the length of Probation cannot be less than six months in principle); students in graduating class, the probation generally lasts until graduation time. Students who violate regulation during the Probation period will be expelled from University.

(VIII) The punishment for violating discipline shall be based on clear facts, hard evidence, accurate and applicable regulations, legal procedures and standard writing forms. Materials must be written by pen, and all of the materials needed must be complete and retained in files. The materials should be original, including the event, self-reviewing, references, testimony of witnesses, detailed time, place and final disposal decisions and so on 

(IX) Expelled students shall start procedures for leaving University in a week after the decision of punishment is announced (If students appeal, the date should start after the University appeal procedure ends).If the procedures are not done in required time, the subordinated school will handle the procedure instead of student himself. Its aftermath will be handled according to relevant regulations of ZUST.
(X) The students’ punishments for discipline violation should be announced t in the name of ZUST. After the decision of punishment is made, the University will publicize the result in campus. The notice of punishment should be drawn up in triplicate. One notice is for the student himself who violates discipline. If the student can not be reached directly, the University can send it according to Relevant Regulations made by the Supreme People's Court of P. R. China on delivering civil litigation documents by court express mail. One notice is for subordinated school to preserve in the student's archives. The third one is kept on record in the University. When the student receives the notice of punishment, he must sign on the paper. If he or she refuses to sign, the situation should be recorded. The subordinated school should re-educate the student after receiving the notice of punishment and should inform him of the deadline for appeal. At the same time, the decision of punishment should be delivered to student’s parents by some designated person immediately.

XI  Appeal of the punished students:
(I) If the student has any disagreement or objection to punishment notice, he or she can submit a written appeal to Student Appeal Committee within 5 working days after receiving the notice.
(II) Student Appeal Committee will review students’ appeals and will give reply to within 15 working days after receiving the written appeal. If the decision of punishment needs to be revised, the committee will re-submit case to the University. 

(III) If the student has any disagreement or objection to the review, he or she can submit a written appeal to the Education Department of Zhejiang Provincial within 15 working days after the University gives result of review.  

(IV) If the student does not appeal within 5 working days after receiving notice of punishment, the University will not accept the appeals any more.
Chapter IV  Discipline Offenses and Punishments

XII  If one of the following cases happens, the University will give Expulsion Punishment:
● Violate of the Constitution of China, oppose Four Fundamental Principles of China, undermine stability and unity of the society and disturb social order;
● Violate national law and commit the criminal offense;
●Receive punishment due to violation of public security management regulation and cause bad social influence;
●Take exams by others, take exams for others, cheating or organizing cheating activity in exams, using communication devices for cheating and any other behaviors of cheating in exams;
● Plagiarize others’ research fruit and cause serious consequences;
● Violate University rules, seriously affect teaching order, daily life order as well as public places management order; infringe other individuals’ and organizations’ legitimate rights and interests and cause serious consequences;
●Subject to disciplinary punishments repeatedly and refuse to mend.  

If disciplinary offense is not as serious as the above seven provisions, please refer to the following terms. 

XIII  If the students has words or behavior of violating the Four Fundamental Principles, engages in illegal social, political, and religious activities, leak state secrets, the University will give punishment from Warning to Probation, depending on the cases. 

XIV  Anyone who violates state laws, decrees and regulations and therefore receives punishment from public security and judicial departments, according to different circumstances, shall be given the following punishments:

(I) anyone who receives public order warning or fine from public security organs shall be given Warning or Serious Warning;
II）Anyone who is held in custody for violating public security rules, shall be given Demerit;
(III) Anyone who is taken under legal investigation by judicial authority, shall be given Probation;
(IV) Anyone who is granted immunity from prosecution, who is exempted from criminal punishment, who is sentenced but gets probation due to negligence, who is sentenced to surveillance, detention and imprisonment, or who is sent to re-education through labor, shall be given Expulsion.

XV  Anyone who causes, plans or participates in fights, who provides perjury, fighting weapons, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation.
XVI  Anyone who gathers a crowd and makes disturbances or engages in other illegal activities which undermines campus order shall be given the following punishments based on the severity of the case:
(I) anyone who gets minor violation and pleads guilty to a better attitude shall be given Warning or Serious Warning;
(II) Anyone who get relatively serious violation shall be given Demerit or Probation;
(III) Anyone who get serious violation shall be given Expulsion.
XVII  Anyone who engages in illegal pyramid selling activities, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case.
XVIII  Anyone who illegally takes possession of public or private properties by any means, in addition to compensate the properties and receive punishments from public security organs, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case.
XIX  Anyone who damages public and private properties intentionally, in addition to compensate economic losses, shall be given Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case and the value of the properties.
XX  Anyone who violates relevant provisions of dormitory management, disturbs dormitory management order, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case.
XXI  Anyone who violates computer network management provisions shall be given punishment from Warning to Demerit based on the severity of the case.
XXII  Anyone who violate civil code of ethics and code of conduct for university students, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation, based on the severity of the case.
XXIII  Anyone who smuggles ,traffics, transports, manufactures, abuses drug, or harbors, abets, threatens ,tracks others into taking drugs, based on the severity of the case , shall be given the punishment as follows:

(I) Drug abusers shall be given punishment from Serious Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case; anyone who can not abandon drugs within required time shall be given Expulsion;

(II) Anyone who abets, threatens, tracks others into taking drugs or offers place for taking drugs , shall be given punishment from Probation or expulsion;
(III)Anyone who smuggles, traffics, transports, manufactures shall be given Expulsion.
XXIV  Anyone who organizes or participates in gambling in various ways, based on the severity of the case, shall be given punishment as follows:

(I) anyone who joins mahjong, poker and other means for gambling, once discovered, based on the severity of the case ,shall be given Demerit Or Probation and gambling money and gambling equipment shall be confiscated by relevant departments;
(II)Anyone who organizes gambling shall be given Probation.
XXV  Anyone who damages environment and sanity, disrupts the normal campus order, affects campus public safety shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case.
XXVI  Anyone who violates fire safety management laws or regulations, uses fire fighting equipment without permission or damages the equipment, use electricity, fire and dangerous goods against regulations ,  violates Provisions of the Forest Fire Prevention, in addition to compensate for the losses, shall be given from Warning to Serious Warning; Anyone who cause a fire alarm ,in addition to compensate the losses, shall be given Demerit; anyone who caused a fire, in addition to compensate the losses, shall be given Probation, based on the severity of the case.

XXVII  Perjurer shall be given the following punishments according to different circumstances:

(I) anyone who provides misleading testimony as a witness of an offence, shall be given Warning;

(II) Anyone who provides misleading testimony as a participant of an offence shall be given punishment form Demerits to Probation.
XXVIII  Anyone who leaves the University without permission shall be given punishment from Serious Warning to Probation based on the severity of the case
XXIX  Anyone who is absent from class shall be given punishment from Re-education to Discipline Punishment based on the severity of the case:
(I) Anyone who is absent for more than 12 teaching hours shall be given Warning;

(II) Anyone who is absent for more than 24 teaching hours shall be given Serious Warning;

(III) Anyone who is absent for more than 36 teaching hours shall be given Demerit;

(IV) Anyone who is absent for more than 48 teaching hours shall be given Probation.
XXX  Anyone, who violates the academic disciplines, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation, based on the severity of the case.
XXXI  Anyone, who violates the examination disciplines, shall be given punishment from Warning to Probation, based on the severity of the case.
XXXII  Disciplinary offenses that were not listed in the provision shall be judged on similar principles to give the appropriate punishment.

Chapter V Supplementary Provisions

XXXIII  Other types of students’ disciplinary offenses which do not belong to the second provision of this regulation shall be handled according to this regulation.

XXXIV  Relevant departments and subordinated schools must conscientiously implement this regulation. The offenders shall be investigated for responsibility.
XXXV  Relevant departments can formulate relevant provision which is based on this regulation. If there are difference between other provisions and this regulation, the latter shall prevail.

XXXVI  Student Affairs Department is responsible for the interpretation of this regulation.
XXXVII  The Regulation was passed by University President Meeting and was implemented from September 1, 2005.
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
